Regional societies for sport history - the new trend?

Interest in sport history has been growing continuously
since the early 1970s. A significant expression of this pro-
cess was the creation of voluntarily organized societies for
sport history on a national level. Many countries now have
such societies. These have been extremely valuable in
promoting our discipline by publishing year books and
other periodicals, arranging meetings and, above all, by
providing a focal point for sport history. Will development
end with this? Swedish evidence points to a new fype of
society based on regional and local identification.

The Swedish Society for Sport History was founded in
1976 followed by similar organizations in Norway, Den-
mark and Finland. The new Swedish trend is toward regio-
nal societies for sport history. They started around 1980
and today number between 15 and 20. Since the regions or
districts are fairly large, most of the country is covered.

What are, then, the aims of these societies? They are
less scientific than the national societies. A more
"amateurish” approach to sport history is predominant al-
though a few professional scholars are sometimes in-
volved. A newsletter or a small yearbook is a standing part
of the programme, together with a more or less flourishing
meeting life. Many of these societies arrange sport history

"coffee meetings”, where members gather for popular pre-
sentations {the word “lecture” is perhaps too academic),
often delivered by a former sport here or a sport leader.
Participants then discuss their own memories and experi-
ences, show photos, press-cuttings, etc.

Several societies have tried to arrange exhibitions an
even to establish sports museums. It is obvious that th
museum ambitions are very difficult to carry through suc-
cessfully. In any event, their work contributes to the
bringing together of various types of sporting artifacts.

How many members are enroled in these regional so-
cieties? The answer is that nobody knows. They are not
affiliated to any national organization. Some of them may
have 400-500 members, whereas others are fewer in num-
bers, Altogether, a real grass-roots movement for regiona
and local sport history has been born and established. It is
impossible to make any substantial predictions conceming
their future. They cooperate closely with the "general”
sport organizations but are autonomous. This movement
serves to support the work of professional sport historians
by drawing on their academic research. Is the same trend
visible in other countries?

Meetings and Resolutions

Since the last Newsletter at the beginning of the year the
ISHPES Council has met in Lillehammer. .

There an arrangement between ISHPES and the Acade-
mia Verlag (St. Augustin) was reached. This understanding
entitles ISHPES members to a price reduction of 25 % off
the sport history journal Stadion. Members can apply for
this discount by contacting the publisher. The ISHPES bu-
reau will forward a list of members to Academia. All
members are requested to support Stadion by forwarding
articles to be considered for publication. Remember, Sta-
dion is the only journal in our field that publishes in all
three ISHPES languages.

A new series entitled ISHPES Studies will begin with
the proceedings of the Berlin Congress. This series will be
edited by ISHPES and published by Academia. The purpose
of the ISHPES Studies series is to document the scientific

activities of ISHPES. Future organisers of ISHPES Seminars
and Congresses will be requested to publish their procee-
dings in this series. Additionally, booklets and mono-
graphs will be considered for publication. The ISHPES Ex-
ecutive Committee will make the editorial decisions.

The Councii had to decide on the venue of the ISHPES
Seminar for 1996. Three applications were submitted. With
only one dissenting vote, the Council decided to hold the
1996 Seminar in Guangdong/China.

The Council ruled that members from countries with a
low average income can apply for a temporary reduction
of the ISHPES fee. The Executive Committee will vet these
requests.

The Council asked the President to contact ISHPES Life
Members and request that they relinquish their Life Mem-
berships and join again as Regular Members. As President,
I would ask Life Members to recognize the difficult finan-
cial situation faced by ISHPES and assist us in this matter.

Notification

The ISHPES Council discussed the idea of initiating an
award for excellent sport historical work. Members are en-
couraged to forward their ideas and comments on this to
us. We are looking for a sponsor who might support this
award financially. One possibility would be to establish a
trust fund.

"Games of the World - the World of Games", Berlin {1993)

- The 2nd Congress. of the International Society for the His=
tory of Physical Education and Sport {(ISHPES} took place
in Berlin from June 30 to July 4, 1993 under the banner

Games of the World - the World of Games. Organized by
the Forum of Sport History, the Berlin Sport Federation
and the Free University of Betlin, the Congress was the
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largest ever held in the field of sport history. Over 200
_participants from 34 countries contributed more than 100

lectures, numerous video presentations, poster exhibitions
and workshops. o
The Congress focused on various aspects of movement
" culture (play, dance, sport) from different historical periods
and . different societies, With modernization processes
serving as a backdrop, the questions examined were con-
cerned with continuity and change in patterns of human
play and sport, as well as the distinctions and mutual in-
fluences of these patterns. Of considerable interest in this
respect were the universalizing tendencies of modern sport
and the accompanying processes of sportification. Also
discussed were the conditions under which play and sport
foster assimilation and adjustment to a foreign culture and
how these may contribute to the development of national
andfor regional identities. One of the main objectives of
the Congress was to put aside ethnocentric points of view
in an attempt to reconstruct (without bias) sport, play and
dance, and to determine the degree to which they are in-
terwoven into the social, economic and ecological fabric of
* different cultures. Movement cultures are always charac-
terised and defined by gender divisions. The Congress dealt
explicitly with the opportunities and the problems of both
girls and women, not only in the context of movement
culture, but also with reference to dominant sexual hierar-
chies in given societies. Although the Congress was largely
devoted to an examination of historical questions, there
was considerable discussion on current developments and
issues, Special consideration was given to the correlation
between the increasing popularisation of modemn spoit on
the one hand and a simultaneous "desportification” of
recreation on the other. This trend is sometimes linked to a
revival of national or regional movement cultures, as well
as to a renaissance of historical physical exercises and the
rediscovery and promotion of traditional play forms.

cultural perspective. ALLEN GUTTMANN spoke of the devel-
opment of sport and endeavoured to explain the circum-
stances surrounding the diffusion of modern sport. Prmpyy
ARNAUD discussed the history of various forms and models
of sporting activities. JENNIFER HARGREAVES illustrated the
ambivalences and problems facing women whe practise
sport with an account of women’s sport between the wars.
Numerous papers were devoted to games played in differ-
ent parts of the world: HEINER GILIMEISTER reported on a
ball game played in the Saterland region of northern Ger-
many; GIGLIOLA GORI on the "Contesa del Secchio” in St
Elpidio a Mare; JOHN LOWERSON on "stool ball” in Englant.
VEERLE VAN MELE ¢h traditional games in South America,
and FLORIS vaN DER MERWE on play patterns of the South
African Xhosa. The changes which traditional games have
undergone were analysed by, among others, GUNDOLF
KRUGER, who chose the example of "Ulu Maika,” a tradi-
tional Hawaiian sport; JORG MOLLER, who lectured on the
Japanese ball game "Kemari”; ERIK DE VROEDE, who de-
scribed the traditions and the revival of "popinjay” shoot-
ing in Flanders; and QU L, who spoke on "dragon boat”
racing in China. The section "Physical Culture and lden-
tity” included a discussion of multiculturalism in American
sport by ROBERTA PARK, an analysis by SIEGFRIED GEHRMANN
of the role of foothall in promoting local identity in the
German Ruhr and BERNADETTE DEVILLE-DANTHU's search for
a sporting identity in Senegal. ANN HALL's paper on the
history, presentation and culture of the female athletic
body and GABRIELE KLEIN's lecture on women dancers in
various cultures were characterized by a blend of historic?’
and sociological methodologies. JORGEN PAIM and EDGA.
BECKER discussed the function and examined the signifi-
cance of traditional games and physical cultures in mod-
ern societies. This subject was aiso the focus of the closing
plenum discussion. It successfully engaged the participants
in a final debate, even after four exhausting days of atd-
demic interactions. On the last day it was possible for par
ticipants to experience some of the activities they had
heard about during the Congress through a "Festival of
Games”. These workshops demonstrated numerous play
forms ranging from Finnish baseball to games fro%
Ecuador. Congress delegates also enjoyed several exhibi-
tions, including a major historical exhibition of games at
the Fphraim Palace. This was entitled The Arf of Hittind
the Ball - an Excursion through the History of Game
Presented by the Berlin Museum of Sport, it was the first
exhibition of its kind to be held in Berlin.

The links between winter sports and pelitics was taken
up by Matti Gokssyr, who in a contribution buttressed by
theoretical considerations examined the role played by
winter sports in forming a national identity in Norway in
the second half of the 19th century. Gokseyr described
how, under certain social and political conditions, the
widespread practice of winter sports was drawn into ideo-
logical battles and constituted one component in the con-
struction of national identification patterns in the interests
of the social elite.

That the effects of the Swedish-Nerwegian conflict were
felt at quite a number of levels of Scandinavian winter
sports was confirmed by JAN LINDROTH, who from a Swe-
dish point of view discussed political aspects of the Nordic
Games between 1905 and 1913. These games were held
regularly in Stockholm from 1901 - 1926, They were ex-
amined further by JENS LJUNGGREN in his analysis of the
ideological confrontations between social and political
groups who wished to shape and define the function of
sport. This picture of the Nordic Games was rounded off by
LB YTTERGREN. He probed the intentions of the games’ or-
ganizers, by posing the question: Visions of Winter
Olympic Games or National Festivals? YTTERGREN disagreed
with the hypothesis that the organizers had based their
conicept on the "Olympic Idea.” Decisive factors in plan-
ning and scheduling the Nordic Games were the expecta-
tions that they would promote pational culture and that
they would encourage tourism.

The detailed account of the history of winter sports in
Norway and Sweden, to which KRISTEN Mo also con-
tributed, was matched by the comprehensive treatment
given to the development of winter sport in North Amer-
ica. ALAN METCALFE {(Canada) and JOHN B. ALLEN [USA)
looked at the institutionalization and professionalization
of winter sport. METCALFE focused upon ice hockey and
ALIEN upon skiing. MICHAEL SALTER's analysis of the tradi-
tional North American Iroquoian game of “snow-snake”
was far removed from "mainstream” winter sport. He dis-
cussed the structure and function of this winter play form
from an anthropological perspective. Salter's paper illus-
trates the range of topics embraced by the Seminar. Other
topics included the participation of Latin American coun-
tries at the Winter Olympics (WOLF KRAMER-MANDEAU],
winter sports in Iceland (THORSTEINN EINARSSON), and the
leisure activities at an Antarctic research base (FLORIS VAN
DER MERWE]. -

The significance of these components was illustrated in
GERTRUD PHISTER's paper on the participation of women in
the sport of skiing in Germany up to 1914, The fact that
skiing was predominantly practised by women of the ur-
ban middle classes, who were receptive to a partial redefi-
ning of women's roles, was one of the reasons why woren
faced fewer obstacles in skiing as compared to other
spoits. The extent to which class barriers existed, and still
exist, in various winter sports was revealed by ARND KRU-
GER in his contribution on the history of the Winter Olym-
pic Games. Here he laid particular stress on the signif-
icance and effectiveness of constructed traditions. Four pa-
pers were devoted to the historical roles of individuals. The
importance of the expeditions and publications of the
Norwegian FRIDTIOF NANSEN to the development of skiing
as a sport in both Switzerland and Germany was analysed
by LUTZ BICHENBERGER and HORST UERERHORST. TOMASZ JU-
REK refated how BRONISLAW CZECH and STANISLAW MARUSAZ
.became legendary figures in Poland because of their
sporting achievements in the years between the wars and
their active resistance to National Socialism. Finally, MAX
TRIET discussed the importance of the STRAUMANN family in

ces sadly remain the exception. This stage of ty,
"processing” of history proved - at this Seminar at least .
to have been largely overcome. Most of the 38 papey
presented, all of which cannot be mentioned individually
in this short summary, were of a very high standard. Many
contributions provided entirely new and original insights
into different aspects of winter sports. Last but not least,
the Seminar added a great deal - especially for the partici-
pants from non-Scandinavian countries - to our knowl.
edge of the history of sport in Norway and Sweden. That 4
conclusive and all-embracing account of the history of
winter sport would emerge from the Seminar was not to be
expected. However, the contributions could well serve as 3
starting point for cross-cultural inquiries into the com-
bined effects of not only seciocultural conditions and
political circumstances but also institutional frameworks
and the actions of impertant figures in the diffusion and
shaping of winter sport.
